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Summary of Panel Discussion and Workshop:
· There was discussion regarding the multiple facets of bi-national citizenship. We have to compare the traditional understanding of citizenship with the contemporary reality of bi-national citizenship.

· Discourse on bi-national citizenship is growing in international scope. There is hope that soon we will see international legislation on this subject. 
· Speakers touched upon their experiences; notably, the battle for solidarity and rights of immigrants in France. 
· There was focus on the historical context of the idea of bi-national citizenship. With this in mind, it was argued that we cannot isolate the future of immigrants, and the possibility of bi-nationality, from our experiences in the past. 
Principal Points of Agreement and Recurring Themes:

· The subject of bi-nationality brings forth questions about the nation state, flexible citizenship, de-territorialization, transnational communities, migration, borders and new forms of political participation, sovereignty, patriotism and human rights. 
· There were worries about how the large Mexican immigrant community may find its civic voice faced with decisions and legislation regarding bi-national citizenship. 
· Some members were concerned about the possible cultural loss of immigrants faced with strict laws about language use. That is, bi-nationality cannot exist if native language and culture are lost.  
Measures Proposed:
· That migrants continue to engage in social activism and that they establish organizations that may be recognized at an international level. 
· A proposal for a unified group of immigrants in Europe.
