Summary of Panel Discussion and Workshop:

· The emphasis is on the actual political action that can take place, a type of social clean-up that can address the fears associated with youth violence
· The need to have inclusive projects for youth made by the youth 

· The importance of strengthening networks that help and provide services to youth

· The lack of projects that focus on long term activities for youth 

Principal Points of Agreement and Recurring Themes:

· Political repression still exists. Thus, it is important to protect the society of the future by helping youth develop capabilities to combat repression 

· It is important to understand that violence is enveloping all youth not only Latinos or migrants

· Together, we must all work to generate change for all

Points of Disagreement:

· It is not that migration necessarily produces delinquency. Instead, delinquency is a result of an unjust system, state policies and violence itself.

Measures Proposed:
· Gangs are a serious problem. It is important to take preventative measures and not rely only upon reactive measures, such as repression

· Youth are agents with rights and obligations. It is important to work in collaboration with the youth

· To solve the problem of gangs one needs to see it from the viewpoint of community organizing

· Governments need to take responsibility for the wrong policies they have implemented

· As migrant organizations, we have to put pressure to change the immigration laws so that legal status can be obtained even if a person holds a minor felony
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
