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Saturday, 12th of May

Summary of Panel Discussion and Workshop

This workshop was done in an interactive manner. Four groups were formed; two discussed the subject of women, two discussed men, all four looked at their issue from three temporal points of view—the past, present and future; and at the same time, from four corporal perspectives: the head (aspirations); the heart (values): the hands (free time) and the feet (typical employment).  

Principal Points of Agreement and Recurring Themes:

Men

Past
Aspirations: improve economic situation; migrate (perhaps for political reasons); protect and provide for the family; have a large family (with hopefully more boys and thus more labor help)
Values: fortitude and machismo; tradition; spirituality; collective values (relating to the community and the family). 
Free Time: socializing outside the family; sports; alcohol; women; hunting; community work.
Typical Employment: agriculture or livestock industry. 

Present
Aspirations: protect and provide for family, which is typically smaller than it used to be; increase economic power; obtain an education; participate politically. 
Values: greater individualism and consumerism; traditional social hierarchy; distance from the spiritual world.
Free Time: sport; alcohol; women; television.
Typical Employment: clerical; commerce; construction; or whatever earns a living

Future
Aspirations: keep the family together; exercise actively citizenship; increase purchasing power.
Values: family values; community participation; ethnic identity
Free time: increased physical activity; women; community work; Internet
Typical Employment: technology sector

Women

Past
Aspirations: marriage, survival, that their sons study hard and daughters find a good husband
Values: fidelity, obedience, religion y family values
Free time: Little free time; church; sewing; family visits
Typical Employment: agriculture, livestock or domestic work 

Present
Aspirations: leadership, gender equality, education for themselves and their children, personal aesthetics, migration (voluntary and involuntary), organization, increased material consumption
Values: independence, responsibility, family, community
Free Time: television, internet (or other forms of telecommunication), parties, community participation
Typical Employment: commerce, domestic work, factories, service sector, agriculture

Future
Aspirations: personal and economic autonomy, intellectual development, legalization, labor improvement
Values: cultural integration and preservation, gender equality, family, the environment
Free time: sports, cultural activities, internet (or other forms of telecommunication), political and community participation, shopping
Typical Employment: greater professional development

Points of Disagreement:

In individual groups there were some differences that resulted from varying cultural backgrounds. 

Measures Proposed:

Collectivize the experiences, encourage organizing and reduce gender inequality.
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
