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Summary of Panel Discussion/ Workshop:
The World Migration Map was born out of discussions at the 2006 World Social Forum on Migration hosted in Rivas Vacias, Madrid, Spain in June of 2006.  It emerged as a response to the system of neo-liberal globalization, which in many ways has undermined human rights and the environment. First and foremost, it was conceived as a document in which the needs and desires of migrants across the globe would be expressed clearly. It broke precedent by arguing that human rights should not exist simply on a static list written by a particular group of people, but should be dynamic and constantly revisited and expanded. This project remains in its initial stages. However, with the aid of participants at this summit, it can achieve better global recognition

· The mission of the declaration
· How to create greater awareness about the declaration and make it more accessible to all groups 

· The need to create global alliances.

Principal Points of Agreement and Recurring Themes: 

· To achieve more widespread participation and discussion, migrants across the globe can log on to www.cmmigrants.org , (World Charter for Migrants), which will act as an open forum. 

· In this electronic forum, information may be shared regarding migrant social movements in different countries around the world. 

· It was discussed at length the differing mediums by which the World Migration Map could most effectively reach and be used by all migrants. 

Proposed Action:

· Work cooperatively towards a free universal movement of peoples around the globe.
· Improve and enrich this project so that one day it may be looked upon as a reality.
